HOW WE WORK….

Students who wish to have a speaking role will participate in the Casting Audition, which is a placement tool to allow our Artistic Team to cast your child in a role that we believe best suits him or her.  Each participant will be double-cast and grouped in many different ways throughout the two-week program. By double casting we ensure that each student is able to have a chorus role along with a larger role if desired and is therefore able to perform in all 6 shows. They will receive a minimum of 2 hours each of dance, drama, and vocal training each day.  We also realize this is a summer program, so while the emphasis is on staging a complete production, we also incorporate some games and host an annual fun night for students as well to allow them to socialize.

Lorna Batycki: Lorna has been with Saskatchewan Express for 18 years, starting out by developing a drama program to compliment the Musical Theatre emphasis of the studio, and then becoming Studio Director in 2006. She also works as a freelance casting director and has recently enjoyed the challenge of being a producer for Cheshire Smile Animation Inc and working on children’s tv shows, including Space Stretch, and Quizzine.  Lorna has been actively involved in theatre (professional and community based)  for twenty five years, working on more than 140 productions gaining experience as a director, actor, stage manager, playwright, composer, set decorator, sound designer and props person. She has completed the Broadway Teachers Intensive in NYC and has participated in, and led many workshops related to theatre arts.   Selected directing credits include Spamalot, Shrek, Seussical and Oklahama for Saskatoon Summer Players; Godspell, That Darn Plot, Pink Panther Strikes Again – Gateway Players; The Great American Trailer Park Musical Off Broadway Dinner Theatre; Beginnings, Gwydians Cross Ageless Players.   Favorite on-stage roles include Elizabeth Proctor in The Crucible (Gateway Players)  Rivka in In The Cards (Ageless Players) Martha in The Secret Garden (Tenth Street Players)  and Marcia Gudereit in Gold On Ice.(Dancing Sky Theatre)   As a playwright and composer (under the name, L.M. Chalmers) her produced shows include Heroes, Missile – Toe, Gwydian’s Cross, The Gift and the G.R.I.N.C.H and Enviro-Mental.  Lorna has also worked as an arts administrator, an adjudicator,  and spent more than a decade as a radio and television broadcaster. Lorna is also actively involved in the promotion of theatre at a provincial level and in 2004 became the youngest ever recipient of Theatre Saskatchewan’s Lifetime Achievement Award. 
Saskatchewan Express will also have dance instructors and vocal coaches who specialize in their area of expertise working with our cast.  Our team of instructors all believe in providing a positive fun learning experience for all of our students.  
Casting Auditions   -  Auditions are a means of casting, NOT accepting students into the program.  Students who do not wish to receive a speaking role or have a singing solo do not have to audition.  Any student that applies will be accepted (up to the first 50 students.)  Casting decisions are final.  Please be aware that every role is valuable to the presentation of a musical, and every performer must be a team player.  As stated in our goals, we work hard to provide an opportunity for each student to shine, so even if you are not cast in the role you expect, you will still have a chance to do something amazing on stage.  By registering in the program, you are agree to casting decisions and you will accept the selections of the teachers in this program.  

In-Person Auditions: will be held in May 2019 . Once you have registered you will be sent an audition time and an audition package with material to prepare!  If you live out of town and wish to audition you may send in a video audition and again, the guidelines and requirements will be sent to you upon receipt of registration.

Great Attitude – Please note that although this camp is meant to be fun, the ultimate goal is to put on a full production so it is imperative that all cast members come prepared to work and understand the time and energy involved in putting on a show.  There is some pre camp prep work as we do ask kids to download music and learn the basic songs, especially the lyrics before the camp starts.  This makes it so much easier for them to learn the choreography and ensures they are not overwhelmed by the amount of things they have to learn in a short period of time ( 
Costume  Cast members will receive costume information at the auditions or when their scripts are picked up or mailed out (if they are not auditioning)
